o Different approved screeners and plqtforms W|th
different tests and measures lead to inequities In
data collection, analysis, and response.

e first grade screener
o measures aren’t scaffolded from one grade and/or
skill to the next ~
o composite score is solely oral reading fluency
o overburdens the system and individual teachers

with false positives
o requwes intervening on skills that are tested through

“‘cold reads”
o Skills are intervened on cmd tested on in isolation

due to a lack of continuity between standards,
curriculum, and testing.
