Provides support to OU Medical System hospitals and clinics for the medical care provided to Department of Corrections, Medicaid
and indigent patients.

Payments to AgenciessGME
Provides support to 13 Oklahoma hospitals with approved M.D. and D.O. residency programs and both the University of Oklahoma
and Oklahoma State University College of Medicine. This statutory mission supports 1,056 residents in Oklahoma hospitals and
colleges. UHA provides state share for the statewide Medicaid DRG program that benefits every hospital provider. In addition,
a significant portion of these funds are used to support the Level | Trauma Center located at the OU Medical Center.
