Funding for the 26 State domestic violence, sexual assault, human trafficking, and children’s services shelters would be reduced by approximately 30%.

Funding for the Attorney General's Medicaid Fraud Control Unit would be reduced by approximately 75% and would drastically reduce the recovered funds and the number of cases the
Medicaid Fraud Control Unit could investigate annually.

Much needed resources for victims of crime and domestic abuse would be reduced.

4.) How will your agency be affected by federal budget cuts in the coming fiscal year?
At this time there are no planned Federal budget cuts related to provided services.

5.) Has the agency requested any additional federal earmarks or increases?
Not at this time however, the Attorney General's Office continues to research federal grant opportunities that align with Office duties.
