certified volunteer mediators.  It also promulgates rules and establishes jurisdictional guidelines for mediation programs.

Division and Program Descriptions

Administrative Office of the Courts

The Administrative Director and staff assist the Chief Justice in  the administrative duties of the Oklahoma judicial system, including accounting, 

payroll, training, data systems, research and other responsibilities.  The Administrative Office of the Court also provides leadership and 

administrative support for various judicial boards and commissions.

Justices and Staff

The Supreme Court makes final determination of issues of a civil nature.  The Supreme Court has administrative responsibility for the entire 

Oklahoma judicial system.  Support staff is responsible for handling Justice's calendars, preparing dockets for Conferences and circulating 

proposed opinions and orders.  Staff attorneys aid the Justices in research and drafting proposed opinions.

Supreme Court Clerk

As the Court's record-keeper the Clerk maintains official hearing records, operates recording and timing equipment and ensures that proper 

courtroom procedures are preserved.  The Clerk's office maintains operational contact with the parties and attorneys for all cases and is the 

repository for all filings made in connection with any case.  The Clerk also serves as the Clerk of the Court of Criminal Appeals, the Court of Civil 

Appeals, the Court of the Judiciary and the Court of Tax Review.
