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Article 1, Section 2 of the US Constitution
The actual enumeration shall be made 
within three years after the first 
meeting of the Congress of the United 
States, and within every subsequent 
term of ten years, in such manner as 
they shall by law direct. 

Why do we do the Census?





Use of 2020 Census Data 

• Apportion representation among states 
• Draw congressional and state legislative districts, school districts and voting precincts
• Enforce voting rights and civil rights legislation
• Distribute federal dollars to states
• Inform planning decisions of federal, tribal, state and local government
• Inform organizational decisions (e.g., where to locate, size of market, etc.) of 

businesses and non-profits



Title 13 of the U.S. Code states: 
• The Census Bureau can not disclose any information that 

identifies persons, homes, or businesses for 72 years
• The information is collected for statistical purposes only
• Responses to the census can not be used against you in any 

way by any government agency or court
• The staff of the Census Bureau take an oath for life to 

protect personal information and may face heavy penalties 
for a violation.

Title 44 of the U.S. Code allows the National Archives and Records Administration 
to publish the census information only after 72 years

• In 2020, we will introduce new technology to make it easier than ever 
for individuals to respond to the census.  

• For the 1st time, you will be able to respond online, by phone, or by mail.  
We will use data that the public has already provided to cut down on 
household visits.

• We are building a more accurate address list and automating our field 
operations—all while keeping your information confidential and safe
